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ART CONTEST 2020- OFFICIAL RULES 

Greetings mavens of art! Alliance For Cause (hereinafter referred as the Organizer) presents an 

amazing opportunity for the students to exhibit their art and win up to Rs. 1500/-. By submitting 

any artwork, the participants are contributing to a larger initiative to raise money for the benefit of 

underprivileged members of the community. The proceeds raised through this contest will be 

primarily used for the purchase of sanitary napkins for the underprivileged girls and woman. 

Further to ensure fairness in the assessment and declaration of results, the participants are divided 

into two categories:  

a. Category I comprising of participants in 4th – 8th standard. 

b. Category II comprising of participants in 9th standard - students pursuing 

undergraduate degree. 

 

I. DEFINITION CLAUSE. 

For the interpretation and construction of any of the Clauses set forth hereinafter, the follow 

definitions will be strictly adhered to: 

1. “Alliance For Cause” means the Non-Governmental Organization working for the 

benefit of underprivileged members of the community. 

2. “Art Contest” means the 1st edition of the art competition conducted by Alliance For 

Cause. 

3. “Artwork” means the piece of art created by the participants for the purpose of 

submission to the contest. 

4. “Category I” means the group of participants from 4th standard to 8th standard.  

5. “Category II” means the group of participants from 9th standard to students pursuing 

undergraduate degree. 

6. “Official Rules” means the set of rules governing the regulation, registration, 

submission, and supervision of the Art Contest. 

7. “Organizer” means the core committee of Alliance For Cause.  
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8. “Participant” means the student who has registered to participate in the Art Contest. 

 

II. AGREEMENT TO OFFICIAL RULES. 

Participation in the Art Contest constitutes participants’ full and unconditional agreement 

to and acceptance of these Official Rules and decisions of the Organizer, which are final 

and binding. Wining a prize is contingent upon being complaint with these Official Rules 

and fulfilling all other requirements set forth herein. 

 

III. ELIGIBILITY. 

To ensure fairness in the assessment and declaration of results, the participants are divided 

into two categories: 

 Category I comprising of participants in 4th – 8th standard. 

 Category II comprising of participants in 9th standard - students pursuing 

undergraduate degree. 

NOTE: Prizes will be awarded separately for each of the aforementioned categories. 

IV. THEMES FOR THE CONTEST.  

Participants are free to choose any of the following themes proposed within their respective 

categories. Any artwork not adhering to the themes proposed is subject to disqualification 

by the Organizer: 

a. Themes for Category I (4th- 8th standard). 

 Landscape. 

 Wildlife protection. 

 Global Warming. 

b. Themes for Category II (9th standard- undergraduate students). 

 Bullying is whack, get on the right track. 

 A future with Corona Virus. 

 Don’t judge a book by its cover. 
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V. ENTRY REQUIREMENTS. 

9. All the artworks to be submitted must be in the form of traditional media (no “digital 

paintings” allowed). 

10. Acceptable media would include: color pencils, watercolors, oil pastels, acrylics, 

charcoal, etc.  

11. Each artwork submitted must be the original work of one student only. An adult may 

not alter the integrity of a student’s work.  

12. The Organizer upholds a strict policy for plagiarism and any plagiarized submission is 

subject to immediate disqualification by the Organizer. 

13. The minimum size of the artwork should be A4. 

VI. PROCEDURE FOR REGISTRATION.  

1. The registration fees for participating in the contest is Rs. 50/- for every artwork 

submitted. The contest being conducted for the benefit of underprivileged members of 

the community, the registration fees is not subject to refund. 

2. To register for the contest, the participants must fill out the registration form in the link 

provided below. The Organizer humbly reminds the participants to select the 

appropriate category proposed for the purpose of this contest :

1. The Organizer allows the submission of any number of artworks by the same 

participant.  

2. For the submission of multiple artworks, the participants are required to register that 

many times in accordance with the rules stated in clause V of the Official Rules. 

3. For every new registration, the participant would be allotted a new team code for the 

purpose of submission. 

4. All the artworks to be submitted must be in the form of JPEG  file.
